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In 2014, Cinema El Hamra, was revitalized with volunteer help, leading to the first theater festival in South Lebanon.
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In 2016, Cinema Stars was restored and reopened for the Lebanese International Theater Festival, providing artistic
workshops and events.
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In 2018, we rehabilitated Rivoli Cinema in Tyre, turning it into the Lebanese National Theater, a free cultural platform.
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In 2022, the Empire Cinema, Lebanon's oldest, dating back to 1932, was restored and reopened.
